Law Day Theme 
Every year the American Bar Association designates a Law Day theme to highlight an important issue relating to the 
law or legal system.  This year’s theme is “Separation of Powers: Framework for Freedom”.  The U.S. Constitution 
sets out a system of government with distinct and independent branches – Congress, the Presidency and a 
Supreme Court.  It also defines legislative, executive and judicial powers and outlines how they interact.  These 
three separate branches share power and each branch serves as a check and balance on the power of the others.   
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
